On one hand Shi’as based on traditions believe
our deeds are witnessing by twelve infallible Imams; while on the other hand Sunnis
are interpreting the verse by introducing the angles, the dead and Islamic community
as witnesses. To analyze these two ideas by the help of verses which talk about
Jesus’s quality for the testimony (verse 2/143) and the concept of middle nation in
the middle of this verse and another verses that pointed to witnesses in this world and
in the hereafter, we have tried to bring the necessary features of witnesses and after
implementation these features in the example listed in two ideas to present the best
theory. This research will conclude that Imams are the true believers.
